1. Senator Vogt – looks great, are you thinking this might make it look like we are another arm of the administration 
a. Not really, we are not actually supposed to be using the old logo 
2. Senator Loseille – do you think that because it looks so similar to all the other SLU things, do you think we will lose our distinct look? 
a. I think it helps with our branding; this one is clearer 
3. Senator LaPiccolo – do we have a crest? Would the words be on the t-shirt?
a. This would be what goes on the T-shirt
4. Senator Alateeg – if we were to make another logo, would that be an extra expense?
a. I took a logo that Chandler made to Marketing and Communications and they said we cant do that. This is what they came up with and it is the only option 
5. Senator Janak – would this go into effect immediately?
a. Yes
iii. Questions and Debate 
1. Senator Martin – having something uniform like this is important for reaching out to students, and if we don’t like the logo we need to get a new one as soon as possible 
2. President – Marketing and communications has control over the university logo 
3. Committee chair Budd – can we use the old seal?
a. Yes on official documents 
4. Senator LaPiccolo – I think it is important for us to not be roped in with administration 
5. Senator Beck – Telling markcomm that we cant use their logo might be a bad move 
6. Senator Ditch – as someone who works in brand design, I can say that this is not a logo; I don’t feel guilty for saying we do not like it 
7. Senator Swaminath – I don’t know if you guys have seen Chandler’s design, but we should look at it 
8. Senator Song – what was the problem with the old logo?
a. It was hard to duplicate electronically, it is not SLU blue, it is actually purple; we cant use the university’s fleur de lis in Chandler’s logo 
9. Senator Vogt – image really matters, people could be mislead by this non-logo; I would want a different more distinct logo 
10. VP Pekau – how many students were involved in this process?
a. Markcomm was under the impression that we wanted to use the university fleur de lis in our logo and this was seen as the best way to do this; 
11. Senator Alateeg – I think we can change the logo but still blend in with the theme; we can streamline our old logo 
12. Senator Shah – being on the student outreach committee, it is harder for us to continue with outreach with the old logo; I would recommend having a smaller group dedicated to the logo so we can get more done 
13. Senator Watterson – I think we should table this until next semester 
14. Senator Martin – if we decide to go with our own logo and not something that Markcomm gave us we need to be okay with not having the fleur de lis; if we were to pass this we do not necessarily have to use this all the time and it gives us another option 
15. Senator Varner – I think we need to pass this tonight; we have people that are outside the university 
16. VP McDaniel – it is not just the fleur de lis, but also the font and SLU blue that we could not use 
17. Senator Loseille – I don’t really care if we use the fleur de lis, but we could pass this and then come up with a new design that we use on more seen stuff 
18. Senator Vogt – one thing that is important is consistency; there are times that we have time sensitive bills but this is not one of those;

4. Senator Vogt – I agree that wellness committee does a pretty good job but these go through senate for a reason; this seems to fulfill the requirements for wellness
