i. We came to make a proposal to SGA about SGA working with the provost for making policy for faculty about technology. It would be considerably beneficial to think about this as the core curriculum redesign is occurring.
ii. Our current state right now is that there is no consistency when it comes to course content delivery. 
iii. Faculty have full discretion about using SLU provided or outside technology
1. Drawbacks of using a variety of technologies include:
a. Non-vetted technology can lead to FERPA violations 
b. Use of various technologies complicates the learning environment for students 
c. Some external technology costs more for students when they already pay a technology fee 
d. Disregards the funding for technology that we already have 
e. Students who need accomodations sometimes cannot get those if they are not through SLU 
iv. Last year we saw increases in the use of blackboard in 
1. Biology 
2. Chemistry 
3. English 
v. Policies designed to promote SLU technologies 
1. Would benefit students 
2. Would benefit instructors 
vi. Guidelines for using SLU technology are part of course designs 
vii. Questions 
1. Senator Shah – Thank you for coming. Are you aware of any rule regarding teachers using outside websites that students have to pay for?
a. No there currently is not any restrictions on that 
2. Senator Song – Would you prefer classes all use technology, or what do you think about classes that don’t need it?
a. Not all course content needs to be on BlackBoard, but it has other tools for communication between students and teachers 
3. Senator Song – can you speak more on Tegrity and its usability?
a. We – ITS and LTC – started a process to review lecture capture on campus and looking at other vendors, we are trying to pilot a new technology for Fall 2017 
b. There are teachers that do not like Tegrity because of functional limitations 
4. Senator Varner – I can echo some of your frustrations, last year I had a teacher who did not post our grades until the day before the final; I have heard from a lot of students who need accomodations and student athletes that it would be helpful if they could have heard the lecture at later times
5. Senator Alateeg – What does the technology fee pay for?
a. There is a specific committee that allocates the technology fee, the funding for Tegrity and BlackBoard largely comes from ITS 
6. Senator Whitman – speaking of the committee for ITS funding, starting now this committee allocates $500,000; network infrastructure takes up a huge chunk of that fee, this sounds like an academic affairs issue as well as ITS 
7. Senator Tharp – Do faculty support this shift, or is there a draw towards other technology?
a. It is varied, many have the concept of academic freedom, that they should be able to design a course how they want 
8. Senator Tharp – can you give an example of outside technology techers use? And can BlackBoard sustain this increase in usage?
a. Blackboard is very robust, we currently have thousands of users per day and do not see any problems 
b. I have seen wordpress and wikis 
9. Senator Budd – the biggest concern I have about mandating a use of Black Board is that it would restrict the academic freedom of BlackBoard, is it a possibility to use websites and google pages?
a. That is absolutely a way to go, as long as the technology is supported by SLU
7. New Business
a. Ismar Sehovic, SGA Vice President of Finance; and Mary Murphy, SGA Co-Chair of the Wellness Committee (SB039-17) : to provide SLU Lion’s Club with Wellness Funding 
i. We are here to ask for funding for the Public Health Fair 
1. Mission is to promote health in SLU and St. Louis City community 
a. Educate people that come to the fair on how to live a healthy lifestyle 
b. Raise awareness about health issues
c. Avenue for organizations to promote cuases 
d. Create a sustainable event

iii. Questions and Debate 
1. VP Sehovic – There is a mistake, the total should be about $12,000, we did not fund what we deemed giveaways and funded less for tables and chairs because of concerns of open chairs and tables last year
2. Senator Varner – it says you funded the merchandise?
a. No, this is the request, we did not fund it 
3. Senator Varner – I agree with this bill, it sounds like they are working on making this sustainable and using the Wellness fund as a springboard for wellness events 
4. Senator McClosky – it this from last year, and what did we actually fund?
a. Everything except merchandise 
5. Senator Tucci – I had the privilege of attending this last year and look forward to it this year 
6. Senator Ditch – what portion of tables and chairs did you fund?
a. 75% 
7. Senator Ditch – how much do you think this would hinder your activities?
a. They are all used for screenings, booths, check-ins, and we would love to have more booths than last year 
8. Committee Chair Passaglia – I am looking forward to 
9. Senator Moddox – I will be abtsaining from this vote; but this is sustainable, and addresses all part of the wellness directives; the dean is in huge support of it 
iv. Vote 27:0:1 passed
b. Kevin Lynch, SGA President (SR005-17): To resolve that the Associated Students of Saint Louis University stand with immigrants and international students on campus and in the greater Saint Louis area 
i. Introduction – this is the first step in an initiative I taked about last week; I have been in contact with SGAs across St. Louis and we are interested in writing a letter to Mayor Slay to voice our concerns and make sure our students and faculty are cared for and supported; this is the first step by resolving that the student government association is in accordance with this, next is writing the letter; we have contacted the Mayor’s office and he sounds interested in speaking with the Presidents of SGAs about specific concrete measures we want the city to take; there is actually a law in Missouri that forbids a city from declaring it a sanctuary city at the risk of losing state funding, but we can do everything a sanctuary city would do as long as we do not explicitly declare as a sanctuary city 
ii. Questions 
1. Fr. Highberger – one of the things that happened in Rome at the election was that there were a group of Jesuits who had been working in Syria, there was a statement at the Jesuit conference : There has been a long proud tradition of standing in solidarity with all children of God, whether Muslim or Christian, approach other cultures with openness and understanding, you cannot be a Christian unless you live like a Christian 
2. Senator Ditch – can you define logistically a welcoming city?
a. We wanted the language to be intentionally vague because we have not come up with it yet
iii. Questions and Debate 
1. Senator Shah – I think the prayer that Fr. Highberger led earlier in the meeting is what this is about, that it is about taking action; I strongly support this resolution because I think it is what our university stands for and symbolizes what it means to be a servant leader 
2. Senator Tharp – what happens when Mayor Slay is no longer in office? 
a. For those of you who could attend the mayoral debate, all five of the candidates were in support of the immigrants and refugees 
3. Senator Tharp – if the government says that we have to give up information and we don’t, will they not take away funding regardless of if we call ourselves sanctuary campus or not?
a. I think that that is a separate conversation 
4. Senator McClosky – I have talked to Dr. Porterfeild about what sanctuary campus means, and the only people they would give names of would be international students who do not show up on campus or to classes, but if we really wanted to make a change we would call our US representatives and I think the point of this is to get a message out to the student body; I want SGA to be a place where we can make a real change that students can see and I don’t think this is a real change people can see 
a. I agree that we need to be contacting state legislators, but I don’t think that any of us are going to go into this meeting and ask the Mayor to defy the president, but we will be looking at local laws and making sure they do not hinder the experience of the citizens who are affected by the executive order 
5. Senator Loseille – I am in support of this resolution, in order for us to truly reflect what it means to go to SLU, I see no harm in saying that we stand in solidarity, it irks me when we stay silent on matters, and this may be a symbolic action, but at least it is an action taken; I am the daughter of immigrants, I live in a part of the city that is mostly immigrants; the “drawback” of this – I don’t see one
6. Senator Swaminath – I am so so glad you came up with this resolution, but I know that the immigration law has a large effect on international students, but I agree with Senator McClosky and I think we should have an event where we get together and write our representatives 
7. VP Mayfield – do we have student status?
a. Dr. Hicks – we do have that information, but there is no way for the government to get that other than to confirm enrollment due to FERPA 
8. Senator Bley – I think to say that this isn’t a real change is to underestimate the power of a collective voice and the underestimate our potential; if we are going to say this is just words, that is to say that the Oath of Inclusion is just words, and it is the first step in taking action; 
9. Senator Maddox – Calling senators and representatives is honestly not enough and we are in a unique position to make local change, because if you got a dial tone like I did, it is obvious that Capitol Hill is not listening
iv. Vote 30:0:0 passed
